	The changes a living thing goes through, including reproduction. 

	adolescence 
	The social and emotional stage of development between childhood and adulthood.

	puberty 
	The physical stage of development between childhood and adulthood.

	menstruation 
	When the female body discharges the lining of the uterus. This happens approximately once a month. The stage of development when a human is fully grown and mature.

	adulthood 
	The stage of development when a human is fully grown and mature.

	life expectancy 
	The length of time, on average, that a particular animal is expected to live.

	Baby – After nine months the baby is born
Toddler – Between 12 and 36 months there is rapid growth and development – children learn to walk and talk
Child – learn new skills and become independent 
Adolescence (teenager) – The body starts to change over a few years to enable the body to reproduce. They become more independent
Adult – When you turn 18, you are an adult. During early adulthood the body is at the peak of its fitness. Old age – Leading a healthy lifestyle can help to slow the decline in fitness and health, which occurs during this phase. 
Death – The life of the human ends.
	What is puberty?
Puberty is when a child’s body begins to grow, change and develop as they become an adult.
In humans, puberty normally begins around age 11-12, however it can take place anytime from age 8-14. Puberty happens when the pituitary glands begin to release hormones.
